effect purchases made at NIH’s Supply Center  

 
Activity Address Code (AAC) requirement: Effective August 8, GSA will be 

modifying GSA Advantage to incorporate a new requirement for customers to 

provide a valid Activity Address Code (AAC) when placing an order for GSA 

Global Supply items. This new requirement incorporates obligations of the 

Digital Accountability and Transparency Act of 2014 (DATA Act).  

 
Purchases made at the NIH Supply Center are INTERNAL REQUISITIONs. The AAC 

does not apply to the supply center or self service stores. AACs apply to 

procurements through GSA Advantage, GSA Global Supply and USMC Servmart.
